






Project Description:  
 
The Bureau of Land Management Little Snake Field Office (BLM-LSFO) based in Craig, 
Colorado is applying for the Colorado Parks and Wildlife, Off-Highway Vehicle (OHV) 
Grant. The BLM-LSFO will be responsible for the project work. The field office manages 
lands in Routt, Moffat and Rio Blanco Counties and includes these figures: 
 

• 1,336,900 acres managed 
• 7 Special Recreation Management 

Areas 
• Travel Management Area 2 (5,632 

Segments and 1,561.83 Miles)    
 

The grant funding will be used in the continuing implementation of decisions made in 
BLM-LSFO’s Travel Management Areas 1 & 2 (TMA1 & TMA2) and monitoring of OHV 
use on lands managed by the BLM-LSFO. 
 
The grant will fund a two-person crew, equipment needed and materials for 
approximately 26 weeks during the summer and fall months. The crew will focus on the 
following: 
 

• Trail maintenance- Clearing brush, implementing erosion control structures and 
water bars 

• Travel management Implementation- Installation of signage for newly designated 
routes (closed, open and administrative use only), installation of new kiosks in 
areas, installation of restrictor gates, patrol and monitor use of illegal routes 
created  

• Partnerships- Working closely with the OHV communities in Moffat, Routt and 
Rio Blanco counties, along with stakeholders involved in the travel management 
implementation  

• SSW-SRMA Implementation- Route inventory, ground truthing, and 
implementation of the Recreation Area Management Plan  

• Monitoring- Deploying trail counters on routes, making public contacts during 
high use season in our OHV Open Area  

 
 
Project funding will be acknowledged by several methods. The BLM-LSFO will work 

with CPW to display olorado Registration Dollars at Work logo on kiosks and facilities. 
While working with partners and making contacts will provide information about the 
projects and equipment that has been funded by the state.  
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
