South Platte River from Cheesman Res. to Chatfield Res.
Lake Regulations Statewide regulations apply to all waters except:
Cheesman Res. - Fishing prohibited Oct. 1 - April 30; No fishing from 30 minutes after sunset to 30 minutes
before sunrise; Fishing prohibited on the dam and around reservoir as posted; Snagging kokanee permitted
Sept. 1 - Sept. 30; Ice fishing prohibited
Chatfield Res. and all waters within state park including South Platte River - 3 walleye limit, minimum 18
inches; Only 1 walleye over 21 inches per day; Minimum size for largemouth and smallmouth bass is 15 inches;
Fishing prohibited from dam and within 100 feet of dam or walleye spawning operation nets March 15 - April 15, or
until walleye spawning operations are completed; Fishing prohibited on ponds in dog off-leash area.
Spring Gulch Pond - Fly/lure only; All fish must be returned to water immediately
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
