Challenges we face

«  With increased visitation, balancing sustainable outdoor recreation opportunities
with needed natural resource protection is becoming more and more difficult.

» Encroaching development is resulting in increased issues with trails, roads, facili-
ties and public safety. There is significant concern regarding impacts to wildlife,
development of social trails, light pollution and degradation of the viewscape and
natural areas. Higher population in surrounding neighborhoods also increases
the number of people entering the park without paying the entry fee, which af-
fects park revenues and stretches park staff even further.

o Recreational trends are changing, particularly on the water and on trails. Ac-
commodating a variety of user groups without conflicts and ensuring resource
protection is a challenge.

Volunteer activities

« Volunteer opportunities include serving as naturalists, campground hosts, trail hosts, natural resource maintenance and office support, and
Dog Off Leash Area ambassadors.
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o Annual volunteer recruitment open houses provide those interested with a chance to learn about all of the different opportunities
available at the park.
