2024 OHV Trail Grant funding awards as recommended by the State Recreational Trails Committee

This letter is a summary and explanation of the enclosed Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW) 2024
OHV Trail Grant funding recommendations for Parks and Wildlife Commission (PWC) approval during
the May 3-4, 2023 meeting.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

The Colorado Parks and Wildlife Division’s (CPW) Trails Program, a statewide program within CPW,
administers grants for trail-related projects on an annual basis. Local, county, and state
governments, federal agencies, special recreation districts, and non-profit organizations with
management responsibilities over public lands may apply for and are eligible to receive non-
motorized and motorized trail grants.

Colorado’s Off-Highway Vehicle Trail Program

CPW’s OHV Program is statutorily created in sections 33-14.5-101 through 33-14.5-113, Colorado
Revised Statutes. The program is funded through the sale of OHV registrations and use permits.
During the 2022 field season, 214,665 Off Highway Vehicles were registered or permitted for use in
Colorado. The price of an annual OHV registration or use-permit is $25.25. Funds are used to
support the statewide OHV Program, CPW’s Registration Program and OHV Trail Grant Program,
including OHV law enforcement. The OHV Program seeks to improve and enhance motorized
recreation opportunities in Colorado while promoting safe, responsible use of OHVs. The grant
program combines OHV registration and federal Recreation Trails Funds (RTP) to fund the annual
OHV grant process.

State Trails Committee

The creation and role of the Committee are set forth in sections 33-11-105 to 107, C.R.S. In
addition to using the Committee as an advisory body on the expenditure of funds appropriated by
the General Assembly, the Commission also uses the Committee as an advisory body on the
expenditure of federal and GOCO funds available for recreational trail purposes. The Committee
consists of eleven members appointed by the Commission representing each of the eight
congressional districts from which one At Large member represents Off Highway Vehicle interests.
One At Large member who represents Snowmobile interests and one member represents the GOCO
Board. The Committee reviews, scores, ranks and submits recommendations for funding of
Recreation Trails Grants to the Commission for their consideration and final approval (Appendix A
lists the current Committee members). Sections 33-11-105 to 33-11-107, C.R.S., describe the roles,
responsibilities and relationship of the State Trails Committee in working with the Commission.
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The OHV Grant Application and Review Process

OHV grant applications are sent out by e-mail, ground mail, and are posted on the CPW’s Trails
Program website each year. Trail grant opportunities are publicized annually through press
releases, newsletters, the state website, and e-mail information networks. Technical assistance for
grant preparation is provided by CPW Trails Program staff to potential applicants. The submission
deadline for this year’s OHV grant applications was December 2, 2022.

The Commission, through its Policy A-104, has authorized a subcommittee structure to assist the
Committee in formulating its grant recommendations. Subcommittee members are appointed to the
Grant Review and Ranking Subcommittees for the purpose of reviewing and ranking grant
applications and compiling funding recommendations for the Committee’s consideration. To solicit
public comment, all grant applications are posted on the CPW Trails Program’s website and every
public comment is evaluated as part of a subcommittee’s grant review and ranking process.

CPW’s trail grant application review and ranking process follows a four-tiered review and approval
protocol. All grant applications are first reviewed by CPW wildlife field biologists and regional CPW
staff. This process allows CPW to identify potential wildlife issues prior to the review by the
subcommittees. While concerns may be flagged during this review, CPW'’s field staff attempt to
resolve these concerns prior to the subcommittee’s review. These Regional Wildlife Impact
summaries are shared with the subcommittee (Appendix B).

Next, applications are evaluated by the OHV Grant Review and Ranking Subcommittee to score and
rank the OHV competitive grant applications in order of their recommended funding priority. The
ranked applications are then passed to the Committee to evaluate the applications in ranked order
and recommend funding strategies to the Commission. The Commission provides the final approval
of projects funded. This process invites public review and comment at four separate stages; upon
submission, before the subcommittee, before the State Trails Committee and before the
Commission.

Overview of the OHV Subcommittee’s Trail Grant Review and Ranking Process

The OHV Grant Review and Ranking Subcommittee is comprised of sixteen (16) scoring members:

e Eight (8) members, including the subcommittee chairperson, are representatives
affiliated with OHV recreational interests. The chairperson nhominates the seven (7)
subcommittee members who are affiliated with OHV recreation;

e Three (3) subcommittee members are representatives of non-motorized recreational
interests of which one is a non-motorized delegate from the Committee. The non-
motorized delegate from the Committee nominates the two (2) subcommittee members
who are affiliated with non-motorized recreation;

e One (1) subcommittee member represents multiple-use trail recreational interests and is
nominated by the CPW director; and,

e Four (4) CPW regional trail coordinators.

All nominees to the subcommittee, with the exception of the trail coordinators, are approved by
the Committee and are subject to three-year term limits with the option of being reappointed to
one additional three-year term. State and federal agencies are represented on an ex-officio basis
by Forest Service, Bureau of Land Management, and CPW Trails Program staff. Appendix A lists the
OHV subcommittee members and their affiliations.

The OHV Good Management Program Grants are considered first by the subcommittee. Each Good
Management grant application is evaluated on its own merit. Public comment is received by the
subcommittee on both the Good Management grants applications and the overall OHV Good
Management program. The subcommittee then recommends programmatic funding for all of the
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Good Management crews which is submitted for the Committee’s and the Commission’s
consideration.

Following the resolution of the Good Management Grants and program funding recommendation,
the subcommittee then evaluates the competitive OHV grant applications. Those applications are
evaluated, scored and ranked against each other. Grant scores are the average of all subcommittee
member scores submitted, provided in Appendix C, (Scoring Grid). Public input is solicited as part
of that grant review process and all comments are distributed to the scoring subcommittee
members prior to the review, ranking and funding recommendation process. Applicants that submit
competitive OHV grant applications are invited to make a presentation to the subcommittee.

The ranked OHV competitive grant applications are then submitted to the Committee for review,
evaluation and finalization of funding recommendations for the Commission.

2023-2024 Motorized (OHV) Trail Grant Application Summary

Applications for 68 eligible projects were received prior to the December 2, 2022 deadline; for a
total funding request of $8,197,782. Application Summaries are provided in Appendix D.

NOTE: Two project applications were withdrawn by the applicant prior to the OHV Presentations
meeting: Application #9 - Trail Maintenance for Yankee Hill Access and Application #13 - SPKRD
OHV Heavy Maintenance Grant 2024.

Twenty-seven of the 68 grant applications are seeking continued funding under the Good OHV
Management Program. After careful review and consideration, the OHV Subcommittee is
recommending one project be removed from Good OHV Management participation. #GM04 -
Columbine Good Management OHV Program Crew. This project was moved to the competitive pool
of applications and scored.

Four applicants are seeking approval for Good Management Program participation:
#11 - Rampart Trail Crew & Patrol VI
#16 - Divide Heavy Maintenance Trail Crew
#26 - HPBE OHV Trail Crew
#33 - Boulder Ranger District OHV Crew

OHV Subcommittee reviewed these requests and recommends to keep them as competitive grant
applications.

FUNDING SOURCES:

For the 2023-2024 Motorized (OHV) trails grant cycle, CPW staff estimate the total amount
available for funding to be $6,236,000 from the following funding sources:

DISCUSSION AND SUMMARY:

All OHV Grant Applications received for the 2023-2024 OHV grant cycle were posted on the Colorado
Parks and Wildlife website for public review and comment.

The OHV Subcommittee met on January 12-13, 2023 to discuss Good OHV Management (GM) applications
and to begin competitive application discussions. OHV applicants presented project details before the
OHV Subcommittee at the annual presentations meeting held March 8-10, 2023. Regional Wildlife Impact
summaries (Appendix B) were shared with the applicants prior to that meeting and they were asked to
address any specific comments/concerns for their application during their presentation. All applicant
responses were deemed to appropriately address the comment/concern to recommend them for
funding. These applicant responses are included by project in the Project Summary (Appendix D).

The State Trails Committee met on April 7, 2023 to discuss the scores and make funding
recommendations. Public comment was taken during all of these meetings.

Considering the Trails’ Program’s Strategic Plan, the Statewide Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan
(SCORP) and input from the subcommittee, the Committee recommends priority funding of:

DIVISION RECOMMENDATION:

The State Recreational Trails Committee and CPW staff have provided the attached 2024 OHV Trail
Grants recommended funding list (Appendix E) and project summaries (Appendix D) for
consideration and approval by the Commission and suggest that minor adjustments of

project funding levels be permitted at the discretion of the CPW’s Director or their designated
representative. Any further funding that is made available will be used to fund the additional
projects that scored a 70 or higher in order of rank with a priority given to first funding the six top
scoring trail maintenance and law enforcement projects.

2023-2024 Southwest Region Grant Application Review

There are thirty-two (32) Motorized grant applications within the Southwest Region requesting funding
from the State Trails Program for the 2023-2024 process. These applications were sent to Colorado Park
and Wildlife (CPW) staff (Area Wildlife Managers, District Wildlife Managers, and Biologists) for review
and comment. In addition, the comments were reviewed and discussed by SW Region Staff including
Regional Manager Cory Chick, Deputy Regional Manager Matt Thorpe, Regional Land Use Coordinator
Peter Foote, and Regional Trails Coordinator Josh Stoudt.

The background information provided below is not intended to be comprehensive discussion on the best
available science regarding trail development, trail use, and the subsequent impacts to wildlife. It is,
rather, a brief overview of the wildlife management issues CPW Staff considers when evaluating the
individual trail grant proposals with the intent to inform and educate the Statewide Trail Committee
members and trail grant applicants. Additionally, the CPW published Planning Trails with Wildlife in Mind
document (available here) should be referenced and incorporated into trail planning and stewardship
implementation. Finally, individual grant comments and CPW staff recommendations are detailed below.

Background information on trail-related impacts to wildlife

Overall, the public and trail users are poorly informed on the potential impacts of non-motorized trails on
wildlife, and how those impacts can manifest themselves into complex management issues for CPW.
Surveys have shown that approximately 50% of recreationists felt that recreation was not having a
negative effect on wildlife. Furthermore, recreationists tend to blame other recreation groups for adverse
impacts to wildlife rather than themselves.

Big Game winter habitats and migratory corridors are known to be limiting factors on big game
populations in western Colorado and other high mountain areas of the western United States (Sawyer et
al. 2009, Bishop et al. 2009). The protection and conservation of mule deer and elk winter range habitat
is one of the foremost management objectives for CPW. These habitats are important for a variety of
reasons, including:

1. Deer and elk tend to concentrate at lower elevations during winter months as snow accumulates
at higher elevations.

2. Mule deer and elk typically display strong site fidelity to winter range, preferring to use the same
areas year-after-year. CPW maps these areas as winter range, severe winter range and winter
concentration areas for elk and deer.

3. Winter habitats for big game provide essential forage and thermal cover to help mule deer and
elk minimize energy expenditure. Mule deer and elk are in a nutritional negative energy balance
during the winter months, making energy conservation critical for calf and fawn survival and
adult female reproductive fitness.

Trail Use Impacts

Outdoor recreation associated with trails influences a variety of wildlife species in multiple ways. Impacts
to wildlife from trail use are often negative and are associated with increased direct disturbance and
displacement from optimal habitat due to the avoidance of human activities (Larson et al. 2016). Elk and
deer increase their daily activity levels and movements in the presence of mountain biking and hiking
which reduces the time spent feeding and resting (Naylor et al 2009, Wisdom et al. 2004). This increased
energy demand occurs simultaneously with decreased forage intake and displacement to areas with
poorer quality forage. The net result is a decrease in body condition, which affects individual health,
survival and reproduction (Bender et al 2008). Higher energy demand effectively decreases the carrying
capacity of an area (Taylor and Knight 2003) and increases stress on individual animals. Many wildlife
species also avoid areas of human disturbance completely, which decreases the amount of available
habitat (Taylor and Knight 2003). Elk and deer generally do not become habituated to hiking or mountain
biking (Wisdom et al. 2004, Taylor and Knight 2003). Cumulatively, this leads to both immediate and long-
term effects on individual animals and populations by decreasing the available energy for winter survival,
growth, and reproduction, reducing the fitness of wildlife, and by displacing wildlife into marginal habitats
(Miller et al 2001, Anderson 1995).

There is a large body of evidence documenting displacement of big game from roads and trails (including
non-motorized trails) and a decline in habitat effectiveness from big game as road and trail densities
increase (Wisdom et al. 2018, Ciuti et al. 2012, Rogala et al. 2011, Phillips and Alldredge 2000, Preisler et
al. 2013). The presence of a dog with a recreationist is likely to result in a greater area of negative influence
from trail use, including amplified avoidance distances of mule deer movements (Miller et al 2001).

2022-2023 Motorized Grant Comments: The following are grant specific comments received from CPW
Wildlife staff.

4 OHV Trail Dozer Maintenance Program/ GM08 OHV Ouray Trail Crew 2024 (FS): CPW staff recommends
that no motorized trail maintenance occurs prior to the seasonal wildlife closure dates.

10 Archuleta ATV Trail Project (Phase 2) (FS): CPW appreciates the ongoing maintenance in this area as the
impacts show its need. CPW requests that the Conejos District prioritizes this project with the goal of
completing all work prior to the start of big game season. The 741 trail offers one of the few opportunities
in the area to access the high country via motorized travel which is popular among many users including
hunters.

14 BLM-SLVGO! OHV Trail Crew: The re-designation of trails in the area may face natural challenges due to
the surrounding landscape. The landscape is very open and falls within pinyon pine and juniper forest. CPW
staff feels that signage alone won’t be enough to gain proper user compliance. CPW recommends placing
physical barriers, such as rock or gate-restrictors, as limiters where trail use designations change. This would
serve as a better deterrent in addition to signage. This may require the construction of turnaround areas for
larger vehicles when they arrive at a different trail designation.
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Local CPW staff is also seeing an increase of use in the Limekiln area during the winter months. Staff would
like to share that information with the BLM field office and the potential need to strike a balance of
recreation and wildlife which may include a seasonal wildlife closures for this area.

As the field office continues to look at re-designating routes, CPW requests to be a part of the decision
making process and also recommends that these decisions be open for public input.

GMO04 Columbine GM OHV Program (FS): In order to minimize displacement of elk in CPW mapped High
Priority Habitat (HPH) - Elk Production Areas, CPW requests that all work on upper Jones and Pinkerton-
Flagstaff trails does not commence until July 1°t. The timing limitation recommendation for Elk Production
Areas is May 15 to June 30" and can be found in the CPW’s HPH table available here.

We'd encourage early season work to happen on Dutch and Jones Creek trail which should be more ideal
due to their lower elevation and drier conditions.

GM16 Divide GM Trail Crew/16 Divide Heavy Maintenance Trail Crew (FS): CPW staff greatly appreciates
the communication we have had with the Divide Ranger District (DRD) over the years. Game Management
Unit (GMU) 76 is a high quality special draw hunting opportunity with limited availability and is an area
where the Divide District conducts trail work. The two agencies have communicated the importance of this
area over the years and CPW greatly appreciates the steps the Divide District has taken to limit work in GMU
76. CPW has the following recommendations for GMU 76:

1. Prioritize work to be completed by August 31st. We would like to remind the DRD that archery hunting
season starts the beginning of September and muzzleloader starts September 10th this year.

2. If completion of work by August 31st is not possible, work at higher elevations of these trails should be
completed as early as possible and work after August 31st should be focused to the lower sections of the
trails.

3. Local CPW staff has observed increased impacts on Trail 898 (Shady Creek Trail) due to high use and recent
monsoonal rains. CPW recommends that the maintenance of this trail be a top priority this coming season.

GM18 Good Management Trail Crew (FS): The Long Canyon trail section falls within seasonal motorized
closures for wildlife from Labor Day to July 1%t. CPW Staff recommends that this timing limitation be applied
to all trail work in this closure area.

Local CPW staff want to express the need for maintenance on the Beaver Dam trail which joins into Long
Canyon. This trail section also falls within the seasonal motorized closures and staff recommends that
maintenance is also completed outside of the seasonal closure dates.

Lastly, once the Upper Bench Boggy Trail reroute is completed, CPW staff recommends the old trail section
receives reclamation and deterrence measures to prevent future use.

GM19 Uncompahgre (Montrose) OHV Crew 2024 (BLM): The grant application discusses the need to
continue GPS inventory of motorized routes in the Paradox Valley ERMA. If this is not being completed
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already, CPW staff would like to encourage the overlap with BLM’s non-motorized staff so all routes on the
Paradox Valley ERMA can be inventoried.

GM24 Dominguez-Escalante and Mclnnis Canyons National Conservation Areas Trail Crew: The grant
application currently calls for new construction in two areas, Farmer’s Canyon and the Ponderosa Trail. CPW
staff found there to be low impact with the construction of Farmer’s Canyon.

The addition of Ponderosa Trail will increase habitat fragmentation in this area which will displace wildlife.
Specifically, new trails along the canyon rim leaves limited potential for escape opportunities for wildlife. To
offset these impacts, CPW would like to recommend that current and future trails in this area be managed
under the area’s seasonal closure dates.

The district will utilize a Southwest Conservation Corps (SCC) Regular Trail Crew to perform regular trail
maintenance tasks and a SCC Saw Crew to remove downed trees along Archuleta Trail #741. Additionally,
Phase 2 of the Archuleta ATV Trail Project will involve creating a design/blueprint to repair and improve three
parts of this 16 mile trail within its existing footprint. A contracted trail design crew will be sought out through a
bidding process to design a plan to improve the existing trail. The plan will address trail braiding, ruts, tree
clearing, and drainage and tread repairs. Four Forest Service Employees will work with the SCC crews and
will oversee the project. The district will continue to implement travel management plans, educate trail users,
and enforce regulations. In addition, many maintenance projects will utilize individual volunteers, clubs, and
other agencies in-order to accomplish projects that are consistent with both approved travel management
plans and Forest Service trail construction and maintenance standard guidelines.

WILDLIFE COMMENTS: CPW appreciates the ongoing maintenance in this area as the impacts show its
need. CPW requests that the Conejos District prioritizes this project with the goal of completing all work prior
to the start of big game season. The 741 trail offers one of the few opportunities in the area to access the high
country via motorized travel which is popular among many users including hunters.

APPLICANT COMMENTS: For our 2024 Grant Proposal, the question below would not be applicable as
request was just to have engineered designs completed in 2024, and no construction/ground disturbance that
season. The Saw Crews requested, if funded would be scheduled outside (prior too) any 2024 hunting
seasons. Once we have design plans in hand, and are ready for ground activities, 2025 and beyond, we will
make sure to add request to meet the committees requested project design criteria when we put together
timelines for actual project implementation.

The BLM in partnership with the San Luis Valley Great Outdoors coalition (SLV GO!) will maintain and
improve OHYV ftrails, trailheads, and other supporting infrastructure related to BLM's OHV opportunities in the
San Luis Valley. In addition to maintaining and upgrading existing OHV facilities, the OHV Trail Crew will also
inventory, monitor and patrol throughout the SLVFO, providing important data collection and presence
throughout the field office's motorized system, plus making important visitor contacts, providing information
and education to visitors and OHV participants to the area. The SLV GO/, as a partnering non-profit, will
employ their professional trail crew (the Great Outdoors Action Team-GOATS), to plan, design, and complete
the needed maintenance of recently storm-damaged sections of Limekiln and Greenie Mountain OHV ftrails in
Rio Grande County. The Southwest Conservation Corps (SCC), and Volunteers for Outdoor Colorado (VOC)
will assist with this project.

WILDLIFE COMMENTS: The re-designation of trails in the area may face natural challenges due to the
surrounding landscape. The landscape is very open and falls within pinyon pine and juniper forest. CPW staff
feels that signage alone won'’t be enough to gain proper user compliance. CPW recommends placing physical
barriers, such as rock or gate-restrictors, as limiters where trail use designations change. This would serve as
a better deterrent in addition to signage. This may require the construction of turnaround areas for larger
vehicles when they arrive at a different trail designation.
Local CPW staff is also seeing an increase of use in the Limekiln area during the winter months. Staff
would like to share that information with the BLM field office and the potential need to strike a balance of
recreation and wildlife which may include a seasonal wildlife closures for this area.

As the field office continues to look at re-designating routes, CPW requests to be a part of the decision
making process and also recommends that these decisions be open for public input.

APPLICANT COMMENTS: BLM is not re-designating routes as those decisions have been made years
ago and was a public process. Instead, we are continuing to implement those decisions, which include
converting 2-track routes into singletrack motorized trails. This has already been occurring for several years,
so nothing new. At these same trails, there are already worm-fence barricades preventing full-sized vehicles
from traveling on singletrack trails. In some places that have yet to be converted, there will be either wooden

worm fence barricades or boulders to maintain the singletrack experience.




Our trail systems have been prioritized to be located in the most popular trail locations near communities,
such as identified in this OHV grant (associated with the 3 most populous communities in the SLV: Alamosa,
Monte Vista, and Del Norte and in close proximity to the most heavily traveled highways in the SLV:
US285/US160). Several years ago we eliminated nearly all authorized trails or trail segments scattered
throughout the Field Office (over 80 miles) to de-emphasize trail use except in the most durable places and
bona fide systems, such as the Limekiln and Greenie Mountain motorized-emphasis travel management
subunits. In the same planning effort we also eliminated over 450 miles of unnecessary or unsustainable
roads as well. (Cont.)

All roads and trails in the San Luis Valley Field Office are "Subject to Seasonal Closure". Seasonal
closures are typically related to spring runoff periods to prevent damage to routes during 'mud season', as
well as severe winters which we have not experienced in these motorized trail areas in numerous years,
which is probably why more use is being noticed during winter months.

A Heavy Maintenance (HM) Crew will work on improving 50” motorized trails. The crew’s goal is to
maintain existing trails and improve trail sustainability by constructing reroutes to address un-maintainable
sections, add to trail mileage, and improve upon the overall riding experience. The HM Crew is a motorized
trail crew that will utilize a mini-excavator to improve OHYV trail riding opportunities. The HM Crew plans to
construct 1.4 mile reroute on the Dry Creek Trail # 700, a .3 mile reroute on the Bennett Trail #872, while also
maintaining the Burro Trail #873 and Cross Creek Trail #812.

WILDLIFE COMMENTS:
CPW staff greatly appreciates the communication we have had with the Divide Ranger District (DRD) over the
years. Game Management Unit (GMU) 76 is a high quality special draw hunting opportunity with limited
availability and is an area where the Divide District conducts trail work. The two agencies have communicated
the importance of this area over the years and CPW greatly appreciates the steps the Divide District has
taken to limit work in GMU 76. CPW has the following recommendations for GMU 76:

1. Prioritize work to be completed by August 31st. We would like to remind the DRD that archery hunting

Description season starts the beginning of September and muzzleloader starts September 10th this year.

2. If completion of work by August 31st is not possible, work at higher elevations of these trails should
be completed as early as possible and work after August 31st should be focused to the lower sections
of the trails.

3. Local CPW staff has observed increased impacts on Trail 898 (Shady Creek Trail) due to high use
and recent monsoonal rains. CPW recommends that the maintenance of this trail be a top priority this
coming season.

APPLICANT COMMENTS:
1. The DRD Trail Program understands the value of a quality hunting experience in GMU 76 and
respects CPW’s wishes to not complete trail work in the mentioned GMU during hunting seasons.
This does limit our ability to accomplish trail work in this area; nearly all of these motorized trails have
a segment located above timberline, snow typically does not recede from the high country until late
June and our monsoon season starts around the 4™ of July and runs through August. Given this
“open” window, we’re able to clear trees from all of the motorized trails within the unit and accomplish

some light maintenance.




2. The work that we can see needing to be completed beyond August 315t are; trees that fall in/after
September that are obstructing the trail, or significant trail damage that prevents access and is a
safety concern to the trail user. Circumstances like these do not always arise but if addressed, they
could improve access to hunters in the unit while also protecting the resource.

3.  Many of our trails were impacted by last year's monsoon season and with the snow pack we've
received this winter, we may have additional impacts that we are not aware of. The Shady Creek
Trail is a 50” trail and depending on the maintenance needed, it may require an excavator rather than
the GM Crew which is a hand crew. Non the less, our plan is to assess the Shady Creek Trail along
with the trails identified in our 2023 grant early this coming season. Our plan is to address the trails
with the; most resource damage, highest safety concerns, provide the best access and are the most
popular. The Shady Creek Trail checks several of these boxes and we’ll strongly consider addressing
it this season once we’ve completed our trail system assessment.

'WILDLIFE COMMENTS: The Northwest Region supports this application. We do request that the crew and
LEOs spend more time on trail user contacts and travel management enforcement in an effort to reduce non
system route expansion.

IAPPLIANT COMMENTS: The Flat Tops OHV Trail Crew attempts to contact all visitors witnessed on every
patrol day and will continue to do so. In 2023 the Blanco Ranger District anticipates increased law
enforcement presence due to the recent hiring of a full-time law enforcement officer, a position that has been
vacant for several years. While this position is not funded by CPW grant funds, the position does educate and
enforcement travel management rules, OHV registrations, and all other applicable OHV and travel
regulations. The Blanco Ranger District also got 2 employees the Forest Protection Officer certification in
2022 (Robert Sosebee and Ashlie Ray), another in 2023 (Chevy Mohr), and anticipates two more employees
(Zach Hart and Chris Gerdes) obtaining this certification in 2023. This result in be more FPO-trained
employees on the district in over a decade.

In 2022, the district installed a new travel management seasonal gate near the forest boundary in the Miller|
Creek drainage. This is intended to improvement compliance with summer motorized route date of May 21 of
each year for all routes in the Miller Creek drainage. We are hoping that this gate will prevent some of the off
route issues we have had in this area in the spring months.

The Blanco Ranger District is submitting a motorized route decommissioning proposal for federal funding
in March 2023 to decommission any route deemed closed in the 2012 White River Travel Management Plan
and not yet effectively closed, and all user-created illegal routes. Some of these routes are located on the
Rifle Ranger District, but the proposal covers all of the Blanco Ranger District. This 1.2 million dollar proposal
would be awarded in 2024 and implemented in 2025 and 2026.

We will continue to partner with CPW State Parks Rangers to patrol our motorized travel system, which
provide a two-person dirt bikes crew for 1-2 weekends each year resulting in numerous visitor contacts and
objective feedback on our signing, gating, and travel management implementation. We will also continue to
maintain and install width restriction gates as needed, maintain and install travel management signage as
needed, and rehab any new user-created routes on a regular basis.

WILDLIFE COMMENTS: CPW staff greatly appgeciates the communication we have had with the Divide
Ranger District (DRD) over the years. Game Management Unit (GMU) 76 is a high quality special draw




hunting opportunity with limited availability and is an area where the Divide District conducts trail work. The

two agencies have communicated the importance of this area over the years and CPW greatly appreciates

the steps the Divide District has taken to limit work in GMU 76. CPW has the following recommendations for

GMU 76:

1. Prioritize work to be completed by August 31st. We would like to remind the DRD that archery hunting
season starts the beginning of September and muzzleloader starts September 10th this year.

2. If completion of work by August 31st is not possible, work at higher elevations of these trails should
be completed as early as possible and work after August 31st should be focused to the lower sections
of the trails.

3. Local CPW staff has observed increased impacts on Trail 898 (Shady Creek Trail) due to high use
and recent monsoonal rains. CPW recommends that the maintenance of this trail be a top priority this
coming season.

IAPPLIANT COMMENTS:

1. The DRD Trail Program understands the value of a quality hunting experience in GMU 76 and
respects CPW’s wishes to not complete trail work in the mentioned GMU during hunting
seasons. Please understand that by doing this, it limits our ability to accomplish trail work in this area;
nearly all of these motorized trails have a segment located above timberline, snow typically does not
recede from the high country until late June and our monsoon season starts around the 4" of July and
runs through August. Given this “open” window, we’re able to clear trees from all of the motorized
trails within the unit and accomplish some light maintenance.

2. The work that we can see needing to be completed beyond August 315! are; trees that fall in/after
September that are obstructing the trail, or significant trail damage that prevents access and is a
safety concern to the trail user. Circumstances like these do not always arise but if addressed, they
could improve access to hunters in the unit while also protecting the resource.

3.  Many of our trails were impacted by last year's monsoon season and with the snow pack we've
received this winter, we may have additional impacts that we are not aware of. The Shady Creek
Trail is a 50” trail and depending on the maintenance needed, it may require an excavator rather than
the GM Crew which is a hand crew. None the less, our plan is to assess the Shady Creek Trail along
with the trails identified in our 2023 grant early this coming season. Our plan is to address the trails
with the; most resource damage, highest safety concerns, provide the best access and are the most
popular. The Shady Creek Trail checks several of these boxes and we’ll strongly consider addressing
it this season once we've completed our trail system assessment.

APPLIANT COMMENTS: This is an annual challenge for our district and we will continue to prioritize
educating the public with regard to this issue. The comment pertains to our annual closure of seasonal roads
to wheel to ground travel on the “First day following the 3™ Big Game Rifle Season”. Because of legal
requirements associated with our Motor Vehicle Use Map we are required to provide advance notice of any
closures of accessible motorized routes. Because snowmobiling is such a huge recreational draw and driver
of the winter economy in Grand County it is important that all the businesses that are supported by the
snowmobiling community are up and running for the Thanksgiving Holiday annually. This holiday almost
always falls the first full week following the 3™ big game rifle season. For this reason we have set OUR MVUM
seasonal closure date specifically to be the “First Day Following the 3 Big Game Rifle Season”. Because of
this we always have a few hunters showing up on opening day of the 4" Big Game Rifle Season to find that
our seasonal roads have been converted to “Over the snow” groomed snowmobile trails when they expected
they were going to be able to access with their 4 wheel drive vehicles. We are diligent about making as many
contacts with hunters that are in the area during the 3" rifle season and asking them to share information
about the impending conversion to over the snow use, unfortunately the users that are in the area during the
3" rifle season are not the ones affected it is the ones showing up from out of state for the 4" rifle season to
find that the routes have been converted to over the snow travel that are affected. We have been managing
the district with the same conversion date since before implementation of the Motor Vehicle Rule and the
existence of our MVUM maps and you would think it would be common knowledge by now, but because some
new users to the area show up every year there are always a few hunters that are surprised by the closures. It
is important to know that hunting in the area after implementation of the conversions is still permissible,
hunters just must access over the snow (i.e. on foot, horse, bicycle, skis, snowshoes, or showmobile).

SW Region: The
grant application currently calls for new construction in two areas, Farmer’'s Canyon and the Ponderosa Trail.
CPW staff found there to be low impact with the construction of Farmer’s Canyon.

The addition of Ponderosa Trail will increase habitat fragmentation in this area which will displace wildlife.
Specifically, new trails along the canyon rim leaves limited potential for escape opportunities for wildlife. To
offset these impacts, CPW would like to recommend that current and future trails in this area be managed
under the area’s seasonal closure dates. Additional correspondence received clarifying recommendation:
The current seasonal closures are BLM's, designated as the Gibbler Guich area. That closure is from
December 1 through April 30. Any routes which enter the existing seasonal closure are recommended to be
managed in conjunction with the closure to motorized and mechanized use. From the previous maps, this
would include the connector trails. It looks like some use is allowed on some routes in the current
seasonal closure, and adding connector trails while allowing this continued use will cause disturbance to mule
deer in high priority winter habitat. The application indicates a short connector to be made for seasonal
closure area avoidance, but this still depends on a route that is under the seasonal closure polygon and
seems to be excepted from the closure. There is very little detail in the application for this management and
goal and we had to request maps to understand where they propose the trails.

The Ponderosa trail is proposed for construction in mule deer severe winter range. We recommend a
closure to all human activity from December 1 to April 30 for these routes through this high priority habitat.
The Ponderosa trail is outside of the Gibbler Gulch BLM seasonal wildlife closure area but is (almost) entirely
within mapped mule deer severe winter range. Our HPH recommendations for severe winter range will
consistently be December 1- April 30 for deer and elk.

APPLIANT COMMENTS: The NEPA for both the Farmers Canyon and Ponderosa trail is at a bit of a stand
still right now pending cultural issues, some of the proposed trail will need rerouted for Ponderosa before
NEPA can be started but it is hopeful it will be done this year. The Farmers Canyon cultural issues might take
a bit longer. That being said, once we start the NEPA for the Ponderosa trail we will include all comments
from the CPW and will take the seasonal closures into consideration and will align the seasonal closures with
what we have in place for the surrounding areas. Once cultural is cleared up and we have the reroutes on the

map we will send them your way.
