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Does the hunter hold a 
youth limited license?

Does the youth have an 
original limited license  
for either- sex or doe  
pronghorn?

Has the season on their 
original limited license 
ended?

Has the youth filled their 
original limited license?

Congratulations on your 
harvest! 
This license can’t be used 
any longer.

Only youth limited license holders 
are eligible for extended season 
opportunities.

Buck pronghorn licenses are NOT 
eligible.

The season on the youth’s 
original limited license must 
have already ended.

Is the original license a limited 
either-sex pronghorn license?

Youth can convert their unfilled 
limited either-sex pronghorn license 
(where the season has ended) to a 
female (antlerless) license through 
the new Youth Extended Hunt License 
Conversion form online: cpw.info/
youth-hunting
The original license can also still be 
taken to a CPW office to be converted 
to a doe license prior to hunting. 

Original limited licenses for doe 
pronghorn do not need to be 
converted. Use the same license 
during the extended season.

Youth may hunt in any open December doe pronghorn season 
in any game management unit in the state: 79, 87, 88, 

89, 95, 97, 105, 110, 111, 112, 113, 114, 115, 116, 117, 
118, 119, 120, 121, 122, 123, 124, 125, 126, 127, 128, 
129, 130, 132, 133, 134, 135, 136, 137, 138, 139, 140, 
141, 143, 144, 145, 146, 147, 791 and 951. 
They may also hunt until Jan. 31, 2025 in units 9 and 191.

Youth must abide by any specified restrictions during 
their extended hunt.
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
